A regular meeting of the Marine City Commission was held on Thursday, July 17, 2014, in the Fire Hall, 200 South Parker Street, Marine City, Michigan, and was called to order by Mayor Pro-Tem James Turner at 7:00 pm.

Pat O’Brien, 251 N. William, said he also did not receive his water bill in May.  Mr. O’Brien said that he has lived in his home for 19 years and has never been late paying his water bill.  He said the city should show faith in the citizens of Marine City and waive the late fees.

Debbie Heraty, Council on Aging Supervisor at Washington Life Center, reminded everyone that the senior citizen millage renewal is coming up on August 5, 2014.  She urged residents to remember the senior citizens and vote for them to keep their valuable services.

· Water main break street repairs almost complete; down to 3 out of 37 total repairs.
· Crack sealing will be finished within several weeks.
· Sidewalk repairs from storm damage to begin on July 21, 2014.
· Blight ordinance enforcement started.  New officer will be at city offices on Tuesdays and Thursdays, beginning in August.
· Boat “no parking” signs ordered for wells at new bridge area.  The “no parking” will be enforced during the hours of 11:00 pm to 7:00 am.
· Preliminary audit to begin week of July 21, 2014.
Commissioner Privilege

Commissioner Meli said he was delighted to take on the task of being Maritime Day’s new President.  He said he was grateful for the volunteers that are helping to keep the tradition of the festival.  Mr. Meli reminded citizens to go out and exercise their right to vote in the August 5, 2014 primary.
Commissioner Lovett stressed the importance of senior services to the community.  She asked that citizens please remember to vote on August 5, 2014. Mayor Pro-Tem Turner thanked Michael Itrich and his team for volunteering to assist with the community build, despite a short-handed staff.  He urged citizens to show up and help out with the project.
