Mayor Skotarczyk opened the Public Hearing to receive public comments for and against the Marine City MEDC Façade Grant Project at 7:07 pm.  
No residents addressed the Commission.

Mayor Skotarczyk closed the Public Hearing at 7:08 pm.
New Business
Historic District Presentation/Discussion
Representatives from the Historical Commission addressed the Board and recommended an Ordinance that would repeal the existing Historic District Restoration Commission.  This Ordinance was previously introduced to the City Commission on 2/2/2012, and, voted on at the November 15, 2012 meeting, where the motion ultimately failed.  

Judy White explained because the current Historic District Ordinance that currently exists has no penalties, no disapproval power and no Ordinance device for protecting the current historic district, it is the goal of the Historical Commission to educate the Board and the public that the proposed ordinance is vital to protecting our historic landmarks.
Commissioner Simpson thanked the Historical Commission for the extensive work and detailed overview of the Ordinance.  He said the new Ordinance would put necessary policy and procedure in place.
Commissioner Hendrick said Marine City doesn’t need the new Ordinance as people are taking care and maintaining their home.  She said the proposed Ordinance was a cost issue and she doesn’t see a need for more details and another layer of government.

Commissioner Lovett said the Historical Commission is looking to protect the Historic District we have, which is 300 Broadway.  

Commissioner Turner said the purpose of the proposed Ordinance is not meant to force residents into a district, but to safeguard one of our historic landmarks.
Mayor Skotarczyk said he agrees that there is a need for a new Historic Ordinance.  He said there is no point in having a Historical Commission with the current Ordinance – there is no power.  Mayor Skotarczyk said the current Ordinance is inaccurate, inappropriate and basically useless.  The proposed Ordinance would give our Historical Commission the ability and power to do something.

The Board, at this time, asked to have the proposed Historic Ordinance sent back to City Attorney James Downey for review and, upon its completion, be reintroduced.
